Political Progressivism

Not much left by the 1920s.  But Robert La Follette of Wisconsin, is still pushing hard.  He forms a new Progressive Party, supported by mid-western farmers, socialists and the AFL.  The platform was typical of the Progressive Era (1902-1920), attacking monopolies, calling for nationalization of the railroads.
